In his remarks, the IOC President underlined the impressive record Lilo has achieved in her athletics career, adding: “we can all express our admiration and respect for the tremendous work she has done as a leader for the advancement of disabled sport”. When receiving her award, Lilo Ljubisic said that she “owes a big debt to the Olympic Movement for providing some of [her] early memories, watching on television amazing gymnasts, ski jumpers and ice skaters, and also for providing incredible inspiration”. Proud and honoured to received this award, Lilo dedicated it to her parents for giving her the ability to trust in herself and allow her to pursue her dreams.

A lifetime commitment to sport 

Lilo Ljubisic has represented her country, Canada, in five editions of the Paralympic Games since 1984 in discus and shot put. A six-

time Paralympic medallist, she won a gold medal in discus in 1992 in Barcelona. She also set two world and Paralympic records in both the discus and shot put at the 1996 Paralympic Games in Atlanta –

 records which stand to this day. After competing for nearly two decades on the field of sport, she pursues her commitment to sport and its practice by athletes with a disability in the field of sports administration. She currently chairs the International Paralympic Committee’s Athletes Council, and is a member of the International Paralympic Committee Governing Board. She serves as an Executive Board Member for the Canadian Association for the Advancement of Women in Sport (CAAWS), as a member of the Board of Directors of
