Our foreign expert group for this workshop will include distinguished representatives of the three main
models of congtitutional review outside of China-- the United States model, the German model, and the
French model -- as well as scholars who are experts on constitutional law in comparative perspective.
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Professor Paul Gewirtz (Delegation leader): Paul Gewirtz is the Potter Stewart Professor of
Constitutional Law at Yae Law School and Director of The China Law Center. He is aleading American
legal scholar of constitutiona law, and the founder and director the Global Constitutionalism Seminar at
Yale, aprogram that brings leading Supreme Court and constitutional court judges from around the world
to Yale for an annua seminar to explore constitutiona law issues of common concern. While on leave from
Yae at the U.S. Department of State as Special Representative for the Presidential Rule of Law Initiative, he
conceived and led the U.S. Chinalega cooperation initiative agreed to by Presidents Bill Clinton and Jiang
Zemin at their 1997-98 Summit meetings. He accompanied President Clinton to Chinain 1998. He founded
The China Law Center in 1999. He is the author most recently of “Independence and Accountability of
Courts” and “Approaches to Congtitutional Interpretation: Comparative Constitutionalism and Chinese
Characteristics.”
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Justice Olivier Dutheillet is a leading member of the French Conseil Constitutionnel [Constitutional
Council], which is France' s distinctive institution of constitutional review, to which he was appointed by
President Jacques Chirac in 2001. Before joining the Conseil, Mr. Dutheillet occupied high-level positionsin
the Chirac administration, overseeing the political staff as Deputy Secretary General from 1997 to 2000,
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and serving as the President’ s Advisor on Social Affairs from 1995 to 1997. From 1987 to 1995, he was
the Director of the Labor Relations Division of the Ministry of Labor and Employment. He has also played
key roles at the Conseil d' Etat. He also serves as a professor at the Institut d’ Etudes Politiques de Paris,
lectures widely on constitutional and comparative law subjects, and is a member of Yale Law School’s
annual Global Constitutionalism Seminar.
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Justice Dieter Grimm, one of the most respected constitutional law experts in Europe, recently
concluded his 12-year term as a Justice on the Federal Constitutional Court of Germany, the most
influential constitutional court in Europe. On the Constitutional Court, he was responsible for the fields of
freedom of expression and association, personal rights, data protection, and commercia law. Prior to
appointment to the Constitutional Court, Mr. Grimm was a distinguished professor of public law, and, since
leaving the Court, he has assumed the post of Rector of the Institute for Advanced Study in Berlin and
Professor of Law at Humboldt University Berlin. He is a prolific scholar on wide range of constitutional law
subjects, and he also teaches comparative constitutional law at Yae Law School and is a member of the
Global Constitutionalism Seminar there.
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Professor Drew Days has had an extraordinary career as both alaw professor and government official.
He s currently the Alfred M. Rankin Professor at Yale Law School, where he has been a member of the
faculty since 1981, teaching and writing primarily in the fields of constitutional law, antidiscrimination law,
and procedure. During the Administration of President Bill Clinton, Professor Days served as Solicitor
General of the United States, one of the most important posts in the United States government, representing
the government in al of its cases in the Supreme Court and other courts. During the Administration of
President Jimmy Carter, Mr. Days served as the Assistant Attorney General of the United States for Civil
Rights, where he was in charge of U.S. civil rights enforcement.
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Professor Stephen Holmes is Walter E. Meyer Professor of Law and Professor of Palitics at New York
University. Heis one of the world' s leading experts on constitutional development in post-Soviet Eastern
Europe and Russia, and has also been actively engaged in assisting legal reform in those regions. An
influential scholar in the fields of constitutional law and political theory, Professor Holmes has previously
taught at the University of Chicago (where he was also Director of the Center for the Study of
Congtitutionalism in Eastern Europe), Harvard, the Institute for Advanced Study in Princeton, and Yae. His
published books include The Cost of Rights (with Cass Sunstein); Passions and Constraints: The Theory of
Liberal Democracy; Anatomy of Antiliberalism; Benjamin Constant and the Making of Modern Liberalism.

Professor Paul Kahn is Robert W. Winner Professor of Law and the Humanities, and Director of the
Orville H. Schell, Jr. Center for Human Rights at Yae Law School. He is an outstanding scholar in the areas
of congtitutional law and theory, internationa law, and philosophy. Before coming to Yale Law School to
teach in 1985, he served as a law clerk to Justice White in the United States Supreme Court and practiced
law in Washington, D.C. He has both a Ph.D. in Philosophy from Y ale University and a J.D. from Yale Law
School. He is the author of, among other works, Legitimacy and History: Self-Government in American
Constitutional Theory; The Reign of Law: Marbury v. Madison and the Construction of America; and The
Cultural Study of Law: Reconstructing Legal Scholarship.
