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A Study on the Phenomenon of Moral Abnormality in Junior English Teaching

Abstract: In the present middle school English teaching, the authors find that such moral abnormalities as superficial
consciousness of moral knowledge, lack of moral affection and behavioral inappropriateness of morality exist among
students.
