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Abstract

Slaughterhouse-Five is a semi-autobiographical novel based on Kurt Vonnegut's experience in
firebombing of Dresden and was published in 1969. It is recognized as Kurt Vonnegut’'s most in-
fluential and highest achievement. Meanwhile, it is widely recognized as a classic fiction of the
postmodern literature. Most of the studies of Kurt Vonnegut’s Slaughterhouse Five focus on the
aspects of theme, black humor, postmodernism and culture. The present thesis, under the guid-
ance of Ecocriticism as the theoretic framework, focuses on Kurt Vonnegut’s classic novel Slaugh-
terhouse Five and tries to explore Kurt Vonnegut’'s ecological consciousness from the ecological,
social and ideological perspective by the way of the textual analysis.
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
