 No periodontal surgery should be attempted by
a practitioner who does not feel capable of
the surgical management of the patient’s
condition or will not accept the responsibility
of a satisfactory maintenance program for the
patient.
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Gingivoplasty is usually indicated
when physiologic contours are not
present and the tissues are firm,
fibrotic,and easily excised and
contoured . This type of tissue most
frequently results from chronic
Irritation.
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
