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Dynamic capabilities have been considered as the most important factors for business firms to obtain sustainable
competitive advantages. However, little consistent has been reached on what dynamic capabilities are and how they evolve over

time. On an organizational learning perspective,we redefined organizational dynamic capabilities, analyzed how they evolve over
time, and further identified determinants of dynamic capabilities based on the framework of HeXie Management Theory.We proposed
