Organization

. The Association is divided into four Regions, which are made up of the
Association's Chapters, as well as non-Chapter members residing within the
Regional boundaries. The Regions include the Central Region, the Eastern
Region, the Southern Region, and the Western Region. All Regions host an
Annual Conference. There are approximately 50 Chapters, and each
maintain their own dues structure and member benefits packages. Chapter
members are encouraged to be members of the national IPMA-HR.

Governance

IPMA-HR is governed by a fourteen person Executive Council, consisting of a
President-Elect, President, and Past President; one Regional Member from each of
the Association's four Regions; and seven at-large representatives. In addition,
there are a number of committees and task forces that assist in guiding the
direction of the association in all of its various functions.
