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Mr. Qiu Kaiming is a pioneer and leader in the early development of East-Asian libraries in the United States. One of his maj
contributions is the integration of Western library management methods and traditional Chinese bibliographical studies to proce
and Japanese materials in American libraries. The Harvard-Yenching Library founded by him has become a treasure house for
