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Abstract This paper briefly surveys the state-of-the-art of construction and evolution of
domain Ontology. It describes the process to construct a primary version of economics
Ontology from existing Chinese classified thesaurus, and the approach to evolve the primary
version of the domain Ontology. The key techniques of Ontology evolution include creating a
dataset for Ontology learning, determining the candidate keywords, and discovering the
concepts and relationship of the domain Ontology.
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
