of Longyadong Cave of Luonan,Shaanxi
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Abstract lLongyadong Cave lotated in Lucnan County, Shaanxi Province, is composed of twao isolat-
ed caves. One M' of Homo erectus{l.uonan ape-men) and the teeth of giant panda and tapir have been
collected from the south cave in 1977. Then. in 1996.about two thousant pieces of stone products
were collected from the sand-gravel and sandy-clay depesits of the north cave. Maost of them are made
of quartz sandstone or quartzite pebbles. More than half of the artifacts including a plenty of flakes in
vertical- and in transversed-shaped and a small amount of stone cores, chopping and scraping tools,
sione knivies, stone axes and stone chopping blocks are preserved in the lowest layers of the north
cave deposits-the” bottom cultural layer”. All of the artifacts are found iz sitw and none of them are
worn or utilized. This indicates that this lower cultural layer might be an original buried one. Except
stone artifacts, there are almost no fired bones,no fired ashes and few of mammalian {ossils in this
layer. Most of the associated mammalian fossils from the coarse sand and gravel layers of the north
cave are isclated teeth or bone fragments. This suggests that those fossils could not be the abandoned
leftavers of the ape-men and they could be washed into the cave by the {lood. All of these facts men-
tioned above indicate that the north Longyadong Cave might only be a working place or a workshop of

Luonan ape-men for manufacturing stone artifacts.
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
