Ethical Perspectives of Preschool Educational Administration

WANG Tao-ying
(School of Education Science, Xuzhou Normal University, Xuzhou 221116, China)

Abstract: As a special point of value, ethics is commensurable to the pursuit of preschool educational administration.
However, there exist ethnical insufficiencies as artificial confusion of educational targets and values, indifference to fairness
and weakening of governmental responsibilities. The paper proposes that steps be taken to strengthening the principles of
human-centered management, fairness, governmental fund and democratic management of preschool education.
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
