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A Study on Other-appraisal of University Students Practice of Socialist Concept of

Honor and Disgrace

Abstract: The paper aims to study the status of high school students’ appraisal of university students’ practice of socialist
concept of honor and disgrace and the influence of contact degree on appraisal by questionnaire. The findings indicate that: 1)
high school students have a good view on university student's socialist concept of honor and disgrace practice. The appraisal
score of having a sense of disgrace is higher than that of knowing honor, and significant differences exist in gender and
grades; 2) the degree to which high school students contact their university counterparts has impact on the appraisal. The

author proposes that education of honor should be strengthened.
