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Shaping Critical Thinking Courses with A Critical Thinking

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Abstract: The tradition of critical thinking is believed to be absent in Chinese education. Therefore, it is a necessity and fo-

cus of the current educational reform to introduce critical course into our general education system to reinforce critical

thinking training among students.
