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Introduction
The International Gas Union, which was established 80 years ago, is a world-wide non-commercial,
non-political and non-government organisation. As of 31 December 2010, the organization had 111
members from all over the world. These members are primarily the most representative gas organi-
zations or companies in countries with physical or commercial assets related to exploration and
production, storage, transmission, distribution or trading/marketing of natural gas.

Until 2003, the IGU membership typically consisted of national gas associations or national gas
companies with only one member from each country. New members were initially approved as Ob-
server members and could then later become Charter members.

Following the changes in the IGU Articles of Association (AoA) approved in September 2002, all
current members automatically became Charter members as of 1 January 2003. From then on, com-
panies related to the gas industry from any Charter member country could join IGU as Associate
members. Significant interest in becoming an Associate member has prevailed and, with this new
membership model, IGU has broadened its knowledge base and the network considerably.

Apart from the Charter member of the country in question, up to nine Associate members can be
permitted from each country.

The main objective of IGU is to promote the technical and economic progress of the gas industry
world-wide, mainly by facilitating the exchange of information, both technological and of a more
general, business-oriented nature. Presently, IGU also directs its attention towards the sustainable
aspects of natural gas. To this end, it organises the World Gas Conference (WGC) and Exhibition
and currently manages ten Working and Programme Committees that study all aspects of the gas
industry from the wellhead to the burner tip. Special Task Forces are established by the Presidency
according to what topics are considered in need of particular attention or focus at the time. The
Committees report at the World Gas Conference every three years.

IGU’s vision is: "Recognizing that natural gas has an important part to play in satisfying the global
need for an environment-friendly energy source, IGU will be the most influential, effective and in-
dependent non-profit organization, while serving as the spokesman for the gas industry world-
wide."

Together, IGU's members cover around 95% of marketed world gas production. As a result of the
advance of natural gas in the world’s energy balance and the increasing number of countries where
gas is being used or emerging, IGU is expanding its network with more developing countries.
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The Secretariat

The Secretariat has completed its third full year of operations in Norway. The activities related to
preparing for the Executive Committee sessions and Council meeting sessions have become more
routine and experience from the first years has yielded quality and efficiency improvements. The in-
troduction of interactive workshops during the meetings has brought valuable increased involve-
ment among the IGU members. This is considered of great importance now when natural gas has to
compete in different new arenas in the climate debate. The activities related to conference arrange-
ments are also in focus and have proved to be an important addition to the responsibilities of the
Secretariat. The Secretariat has followed up the Associate members by organizing a second Asso-
ciate members’ meeting in Doha 2010.

Statoil ASA, the host company for the Secretariat, provides representative offices with all neces-
sary administrative support close to public transportation at their premises at Kjarbo, Sandvika out-
side Oslo.

The Secretariat has expanded its secondment program with the capacity to host two secondees, cur-
rently:
e Jeanet van Dellen, seconded to IGU by N.V. Nederlandse Gasunie; the Netherlands has
been with IGU since February 2009. Her secondment period has been extended and she will
return to her parent company by November 2011.
e Carolin Jeanet Oebel, seconded to IGU by E.ON Ruhrgas, Germany was assigned to the Se-
cretariat from 1 September 2010 and will stay until August 2012.

IGU has drawn enormous benefit from the secondment program. The seconded persons provide the
Secretariat with important additional capacity and competence which has enabled IGU to take on
new responsibilities.

Main IGU Activities in 2010

2" IEF - IGU Ministerial Gas Forum

The 2™ IEF-IGU Ministerial Gas Forum was held in Doha, Qatar, on 30 November 2010, with the
participation of H.E Abdulla Bin Hamad Al-Attiyah, Deputy Premier and Minister of Energy and
Industry, Qatar.

Government representatives, gas industry leaders from gas producing and consuming countries,
from developed and developing countries, as well as international organizations participated. “The
Role of Natural Gas in a Sustainable Energy Future” was the central theme. The Forum gathered
110 delegates in all and took place at the Grand Hyatt in Doha.

Government representatives and industry leaders discussed key challenges facing the natural gas in-
dustry and how it can help develop a sustainable response to climate change. They emphasized the
need to create predictable rules and regulations in order for the industry to act efficiently in its op-
erations and investments, for sustainable use of resources and sound use of available human capital.
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The IEF-IGU Ministerial Gas Forum is a very useful tool for discussion among all stakeholders and
the offer by France to host the 3" IEF-IGU Ministerial Gas Forum in 2012 was welcomed and ac-
cepted by IEF and IGU.

UN Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC): The Role of Natural Gas in a
Low-Carbon Economy (COP 16)

COP 16 took place in early December 2010 in Cancun, Mexico, and the aim of this UN-organised
conference was to agree on a binding agreement on climate mitigation. This has not yet been
achieved and the UN countries are now working further on the so called Copenhagen Protocol.

New IGU information material, focusing on sustainability and gas as the fuel of choice, was distrib-
uted during the conference. Promotion activities towards the various delegations were also carried
out as regards IGU and use of natural gas.

IGU, together with the Worldwatch Institute, launched a special Gas Event at COP16 under the
headline “The Role of Natural Gas in a Low-Carbon Economy”. The purpose was to inform the
COP16 delegates, press, public servants, non-governmental organisations (NGOs) and the industry
about the environmental benefits of natural gas. More than 70 participants attended the event, which
addressed several aspects related to natural gas and climate change.

IGU members and partners supported the event with speakers and financial assistance: UNIDO,
IEA, European Commission, United Nations Foundation, the U.S. Departments of State and En-
ergy, the National Reform and Development Commission of the People’s Republic of China, Sta-
toil, TOTAL, E.ON Ruhrgas, Shell, ACORE, NGV Global and Det Norske Veritas.

Judging from the interest shown in the two IGU Gas Events at COP15 and COP 16, such a gas
event, especially together with a partner, is considered an important arena for addressing gas issues
in a climate perspective. IGU plans a similar presence at COP17 which will take place in South Af-
rica in December 2011.

Membership

In 2010, Mexico, through Asociacion Mexicana de Gas Natural, A.C., joined as a new Charter
member, and the following new Associate members were admitted: RWE Rheinland Westfalen
Netz AG of Germany, Origin Energy Limited of Australia and ExxonMobil Gas & Power Market-
ing of the US. In 2010, Bangladesh, Petrobangla withdrew as Charter member and Union Fenosa
Gas from Spain withdrew as Associate member.

The total membership at the end of 2010 amounted to 111, of which 36 were Associate members. A
list of the countries represented as well as a list of Associate members of IGU is enclosed.

The Membership fee for 2010 was EUR 4,500 per year for both Charter and Associate members.
The Council decided to increase the membership fee to EUR 5,000 from 2011.
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Meetings of IGU Bodies

IGU’s activities are supervised by the Council, the Executive Committee and the Coordination
Committee. The Council is the main ruling body of IGU in which each member is represented. The
Executive Committee governs the IGU in accordance with the aims and means fixed by the Coun-
cil. After approval in the Council meeting in Buenos Aires, the group of Associate members has
five representatives with voting rights in the Executive Committee.

The Secretariat ensures that IGUbusiness is conducted in accordance with the Articles of Associa-
tion and the directions of the President, the Council, the Executive Committee and the IGU Man-
agement Team.

The function of the Coordination Committee is to coordinate the activities of the IGU Working and
Program Committees and to provide for all arrangements relevant to the Program for the next
WGC.

International Gas Union Research Conference (IGRC)

The Policy Committee for the IGRC in 2011 (Seoul, Korea, 19-21 October) is chaired by Ernesto
Lopez Anaddn, the Immediate Past President of IGU and the Secretary General of IGU functions as
the secretary of the committee. The Technical Program Committee (TPC) is chaired by Marc Flo-
rette, GdF SUEZ.

The preparations for the IGRC2011, which will be organised under the theme “Innovation is the
key to a sustainable energy future, have resulted in a very interesting programme with high-level
keynote speakers.

The Policy Committee decided on 18 October 2010 that the Danish Gas Technology Centre, on be-
half of the Danish Charter member, will organize the IGU Research Conference in Copenhagen in
2014.

Eurogas

IGU is normally represented by its Secretary General or President in the plenary meetings of Euro-
gas - and vice versa with Eurogas being a Charter member of IGU. The Chairman of the Coordina-
tion Committee attended the plenary meeting in June 2010 and gave an update on IGU activities.

Groupe International des Importateurs de Gaz Natural Liquéfié (GIIGNL)
IGU is represented by its President in the General Assembly of GIIGNL.

World Energy Council (WEC)

The Secretary General of IGU represents the Union in the meetings of the Executive Assembly. The
Secretary General participated at the World Energy Congress in Montreal, Canada in September
2010, where he chaired a session.

World Petroleum Council (WPC)
IGU normally participates in the natural gas sessions at the WPC Congresses and the Secretary
General attends the annual meetings of the WPC Council.

United Nations Economic Commission for Europe (UNECE)

IGU normally participates at the annual meeting of the UNECE Working Party on Gas in Geneva,
and was represented by the Secretary General at the January 2010 meeting with a presentation on
gas market developments.
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Co-ordination with LNG Organisations

International Gas Union (IGU), US Centre for LNG (CLNG), Eurogas, International Group of Lig-

uefied Natural Gas Importers (GIIGNL), European LNG terminal capacity-holders’ organisation

which is the branch within Gas Infrastructure Europe (GIE) dealing with LNG infrastructure (GLE),

and Society of International Gas Tanker and Terminal Operators (SIGTTO) signed in November

2008 a Protocol for the coordination of activities and the exchange of information. The objective of
this Protocol is to establish guidelines with the aims of reducing overlap, avoiding inconsistencies
between data and reports produced, and improving communication among the Protocol members.

IGU is represented by the Chair of PGC D LNG.

The Gas Exporting Countries Forum (GECF)

Members of GECF are Algeria, Bolivia, Equatorial Guinea, Egypt, Iran, Libya, Nigeria, Qatar, Rus-

sia, Trinidad & Tobago and Venezuela. The observer countries are Kazakhstan, Norway and the
Netherlands. GECF has its main office in Doha. Meetings in 2010 between IGU and GECF were
perceived as a good start for mutual information.

To provide
a tool for the communication between members and their authorities related to energy policy and
the role of gas in the future energy mix, IGU has provided a collection of power point slides that
can be downloaded from the IGU website: “Advocacy Messages for the Natural Gas Sector” and
“Natural Gas: Facts and Figures .

Within IGU, its officers try to maintain close personal relationships with members by attending an-
nual meetings and special events — when possible.

Thus during 2010, the President, the Secretary General, the Coordination Committee Chairman the
incoming and Immediate Past President and dedicated members from IGU Committees and Secre-
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tariat attended numerous events both within IGU, with other International Organizations and at dif-
ferent Conferences.

Increased focus was put on improving the media relations, and good press coverage was obtained
after the 2" IEF- IGU Ministerial Forum on 30 November on Doha, Qatar, and the COP16 IGU-
Worldwatch Gas Symposium, on 5 December 2010, in Cancun, Mexico.
