Abstract: Imperative sentence is a strong-actionconstruction characterized by action, in which the verbs as predicate
components should be expressing person and controllable. But the fact is that not all the words entering into the predicate
are expressing person and controllable. Static verb with weak-action,adjective,preposition,even the noun can also enter
into predicate. The meaning of strong-action verb is changed under coercion of imperative construction.
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
